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Editorial

The Journal, Ethnologia Europaea was founded by Sigurd Erixzon, together
with Branimir Bratanié, Jorge Dias, and Geza de Rohan-Csermak, as part of the
untiring effort to bring ethnological research in Europe out of its regional isolation
and to relate it more closely to the general discipline of ethnology. In 1965 these
four took the initiative in forming an Editorial Board with a group of like
minded colleagues. One of them, Geza de Rohan-Csermak (Paris, now Quebec),
as first Managing Editor, created the economic and editorial basis for the impor-
tant first volume. He also assembled the contributions for the volumes dedicated
to the late Sigurd Erixon. On moving to the USA and later to Canada it became
impossible for him to edit the Journal. The responsibility for publishing the
material for the Erixon memorial volumes (I/IIL, IV) was therefore undertaken
in May 1970 by the Director of the Netherlands Open Air Museum, A. J. Bernet
Kempers, aided by Miss Hermanna W. M. Plettenburg. Their painstaking work
and energy overcame many difficulties.

At the Bratislava Conference (1971) the editorial arrangements were reorga-
nised and it was agreed that the business management of the Journal should be
entrusted to a responsible publisher. The new Managing Editor Giinter Wiegel-
mann, Editorial Board and Publisher should work closely together to develop
Ethnologia Europaea in a fruitful way.

Most of the contributions for the forthcoming Volumes V an VT are based on
reports presented at a Conference on Food Research organised in August 1970
in Lund by Nils-Arvid Bringéus. The studies and reports relating to community
research stem from the Conference in Lisboa in May 1968, and were assembled
by G. de Rohan-Csermak.
